       Just four months away from ScubaFest 2010.  Sponsored by the Ohio Council of Skin and Scuba Divers, Inc. your
statewide scuba alliance, the event will again take place at the Crowne Plaza North in Columbus, March 19-21.
      This is the biggest diving-related event of the year, bringing in hundreds of divers from all over the Ohio, neighboring
states, and Canada, plus vendors from Canada and the Caribbean, as well as the U.S.  It is a weekend of FREE scuba
exhibits, seminars, pool activities, film festivals, speakers, door prizes, and workshops, topped off by the Saturday night
banquet dinner.

  Joyce Hayward, Former OCSSDI President,
MAST Co-Founder,  Woman Divers Hall of Fame
It’s not easy for me to write an article about Joyce Hayward, who lost her battle with cancer in  August.  In all of

our Dive Clubs we have people who vital in founding and running the organization, important to many members for training
and insight, who are missed terribly when they’re gone.  Joyce was this to so many groups.

In the dive community, she was a founding member of Bay Area Divers, held every office at one time or another in
the OCSSDI (especially the Chair of the Archaeology and Legislative committees), and was one of the founders of the
Maritime Archeological Survey Team (MAST).  She was the Great Lakes Director for the Alliance for Maritime
Conservation, Vice President of the Association for Great Lakes Maritime Heritage, and President of the Ohio Chapter of
Save Ontario Shipwrecks.  She also helped set up, and for decades served as the MC of, the annual Shipwrecks and Scuba
festival.  It was no surprise to anyone when she was named to the International Woman Divers Hall of Fame.

As a profession, Joyce was a 4th grade teacher at York School, and became a Master Teacher in 1992, with Miami
University Environmental Field School.  If I wanted to list all her undertakings outside of the scuba venue it would take
many, many more paragraphs.

Those are the facts, the numbers.  But knowing Joyce was much more than knowing her list of accomplishments
(which obviously is substantial).  Joyce was gifted with a zest for life and a curiosity of the natural world that was conta-
gious; it pulled her into many diverse activities, and excited the rest of us to join her.  It would be impossible to imagine the
hours of work, the effort, and the skill she put into promoting and improving those endeavors she loved.  The dive commu-
nity, her students, and her friends are all blessed because of it.

And there was the smile….
You’ve all been underwater, cruising above the sandy bottom, and have noticed the trails.  Sometimes a thin line,

sometimes a wider, spackled track, where a creature had earlier moved.  What that creature was you may never know, but
now the bottom is lined, shaped, and decorated for the rest of us to perceive.

Many of you probably never met Joyce personally.  And many more people will come along in the coming years,
enjoying our sport and the pleasures it brings.  Just know that she did effect you; many of the benefits to the diving
community were initiated and promoted by Joyce.  For that we owe a great debt of gratitude.    And for her friendship there
is no recompense.  Joyce, you are sincerely missed.
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OCSSDI ByLaw Update & ScubaFest Guidelines
          At the Spring meeting of the Ohio Council of Skin and Scuba Divers, Inc, there was a lengthy discussion on
proposed mandates for ScubaFest.  It has grown to be a big part of Council’s undertakings, with the capability of
bringing in a lot of money, and therefore the potential for abuse.  It can be a conduit to have different scuba clubs and
divers working together, or a point of contention and disharmony.

Bill Libecap and Dick Colwell  spent a long time preparing a document for the meeting to discuss and vote on,
but there was so much material that the meeting decided to work during the year to discuss the document, gather
suggestion, and decide at a later meeting.

At the same time we discussed the bylaws for the entire Council.  The latest version we could find dated back
to April, 1994, three years before Council switched from an officer-led organization to the current Trustee-led model.
It was decided that that we should meet in a separate meeting to discuss, cuss, and come up with new documents to
present, with adequate notification,   to a general meeting.

A group did meet, and spent a long morning on both documents.  We were unable to finish, and a tentative
plan was decided to meet again in October to finish the job.

In a discussion with the 3-Year Trustees, the October plan was scrubbed.  We thought, first of all, that there
was no reason to act hastily on the issues.  Historically the biggest Council meeting each year is the one in the Spring,
during ScubaFest.  Plus, rather than rely on the vote of the club member sure happens to show up, we want the
individual clubs (if they are interested) to examine the document to make sure their interests are represented.

 So, here’s the schedule:
• At the November meeting, we will collect the e-mail addresses of everyone interested in participating in

rewriting the guidelines.  We will also announce it in an e-mail to all members.
• A  January/February date will be set for another face-to-face meeting to discuss the suggested changes, and

accept new proposals.  Everyone who has expressed an interest will be e-mailed the current guidelines, and
the suggest changes.

• A final(?) copy will be written and mailed out to the entire Council in February, giving time to read & digest
before the March meeting.

• Final version will be voted on and adopted in March.



Memorial Scholarship Applications Being Accepted
Applications are now being accepted for the 2010 Ohio Council Memorial Scholarship.  Deadline to apply is

February 1, 2010, says Dick Colwell, Scholarship Fund Chairman.
The OCSSDI sponsors an educational scholarship for students to pursue careers related to marine biology,

underwater archaeology, and other related fields.  The Ohio Council Memorial Scholarship Fund is presented to honor
the many who have contributed so much to scuba diving in Ohio.  The OCSSDI raises scholarship money through
raffles at the annual spring ScubaFest and Banquet Ball, and through donations from the state association.

There are very few hard and fast rules.  The amount given to the Scholarship winner is decided on by the
committee.

To qualify, the applicant, or an immediate family member, must be a member in good standing of the OCSSDI,
and pursuing a career in one of the fields mentioned above.
